Considerations for Remote Learning 2.0

Community Feedback

At ENPS we valued the opportunity to utilise and build on from community feedback. We have
incorporated perspectives from our students, staff, parents and broader school community.

Some key considerations included:

Parents valued face-to-face (Webex) learning between teachers and students

Access to teacher support is essential for our students

Families needed a balance of ‘enough learning resources’ without an ‘overwhelming workload’ - the
feedback received was very mixed - for every family that wanted more, there was a family that wanted
less

Website instructions need to be simple and manageable for the target audience

Connection between staff and students via Seesaw and Classroom was highly valued

Consistency across the school is important

Parents and students valued being able to see an overview of what was expected for the week

The website format was accessible, visual and supportive
The teacher instructional videos and learning resources were very helpful
Opportunities to engage our community during weekly assemblies were highly valued

We remind all parents, that during this time our staff are primarily working remotely and may need to contact you using a ‘private’ number, displaying ‘no
caller ID’. This is a school wide and DET recommended practice, however you will still be able to call the school phone number or email staff members
directly, or via Compass. Please also be mindful that staff volunteering to be onsite to provide supervision for students meeting the criteria will have a
reduced online presence and will send out a recorded video to inform their learning community of the date that could impact their online engagement.

e Parents will not record any live sessions, however staff will provide access to recorded content where applicable

e Parents will not share or comment on any live sessions or record lessons. The content of these sessions may not be distributed or shared
through any forms of social media

e Parents are encouraged to communicate openly with the classroom teacher and the school if students / families are experiencing difficulties
engaging with Webex Sessions or Remote and Flexible Learning

e Parents are encouraged to communicate via email to their classroom teacher if support is required.

Teacher expectations

e Teachers will offer live learning sessions to students throughout the week in either whole class or small groups

e Teachers will record their sessions, where appropriate, to share back if students are not able to participate in the live session - these will be
shared on Seesaw or Google Classroom

e Teachers will discuss with students the expectations for behaviour when they are participating in the live session

e Teachers will be organised and prepared to provide the live sessions as stipulated on the daily overview available on the year level website

e Teachers will provide feedback and support to students and families throughout the day.

We know that the live sessions will not meet the needs of every family and so we will continue to balance this with online learning experiences.
Students can participate in the live sessions as much as they can, but we understand they may not be able to do so for every session. If students
are unable to attend the morning Webex, please email the classroom teacher to ensure attendance data is accurate.

The purpose of this morning check-in is to support students
and prepare them for each day of learning. The morning
meeting is designed to foster engagement and provide an
overview of the learning.

Teachers will use this time to take the class roll for
attendance, which we are mandated to complete twice
daily by the Department of Education and Training (DET). If
your child is unable to attend the morning meeting, or this
format does not meet the needs of your family
circumstances please contact your classroom teacher
directly.

Additional Daily Webex Sessions

Across each week all students from F-2 will have an
opportunity to engage in additional small group sessions to
support their learning and development.

Year Three students will have an additional curriculum
based Webex at 11.30am each day (except Wednesdays).

Daily class morning check in from 8:45-9am

The purpose of this Webex is to continue to foster the

connection between teacher and student, as well as
engagement.

Teachers will also use this time to take the class roll for
attendance which we are mandated to complete on a daily

basis by the Department of Education (DET).

Daily Webex sessions for each curriculum area

Teachers from your child’s year level will facilitate these
Webex sessions for Reading, Writing, Mathematics and Unit of
Inquiry.

In these sessions, teachers will facilitate a mini lesson and/or
explain the learning experience (this will take about 10-15
minutes). The teacher will then remain on the Webex to
answer any student questions and provide support with the
task that is outlined on your child’s year level website for the
remainder of the session.

After the mini lesson, students have the following options:

1) Leave the Webex and complete their task independently.
2) Remain in the Webex whilst completing the task.

3) Begin the task independently but log on again throughout
the session to ask the teacher a question.




Documenting Student Learning

It is important that students have opportunities to document and reflect on their learning. This process also enables teachers to
collate student learning, provide feedback and use this data to inform future planning.

Foundation - Year 3

Across Foundation to Year 3, year levels will use Seesaw to document student learning. Tasks that are required to be uploaded onto this
platform will be communicated in the learning experience that is outlined on the year level website.

Year 4 - Year 6

Across Year 4 to Year 6, year levels are using a combination of Seesaw and Google Classroom. Classroom teachers will explain to students
how they will document and reflect on their learning and the expectations that sit alongside this.

The
Remote Learning Portfolio is set up on Google Slides, with a slide allocated for each session. Students will upload a photo of their
learning for each task along with their reflection.

e Accountability Checklist on Google Sheets - Students will record the tasks they have completed each day.
® Google Slides - Student will document a combination of digital work and photos of their learning onto subject specific Google Slides.




Student Feedback

Feedback is an important part of the learning process as it redirects or refocuses student actions. During
Remote Learning, feedback on learning can be provided by teachers, peers as well as parents. It is important to
note that feedback can be both formal and informal and can be provided in written or oral format.
